. Long-Term Study System

The Graduate School of Marine Science and Technology of TUMSAT offers the Long-Term Study System,
which allows students to systematically complete educational courses for a certain period of time beyond the
standard two years for Master’s Course and three years for Doctoral Course, depending on their occupational

status or other circumstances.

. Application requirements for Long-Term Study

Students eligible to apply for the Long-Term Study System are those who fall under (1), (2) or (3) below,
and are in circumstances that make it difficult for them to complete their studies within the standard period of
time. (The students who are sent to the partner universities under OQEANOUS Plus Double Degree Program
are included.)

(1) Students who have a profession
(2) Students who are engaged in housework, childcare, nursing care, etc.

(3) Students who are recognized as having other reasons requiring Long-Term Study System

. Period of Long-Term Study

The period of Long-Term Study is at least two years, with one year as the unit. A term of semesters cannot
be the unit. The first day of an academic year is the starting date for Long-Term Study period. (April 1 for
April enrolled students and October 1 for October enrolled students.)

(1) For students applying for Long-Term Study from the beginning when they are enrolled to Graduate
School: The period will be approved within the limit of twice the standard period of time (i.e., four years
in the case of Master’s Course and six years in the case of Doctoral Course)

(2) For students applying for Long-Term Study after they are enrolled in Graduate School (after the second
year): The period will be approved within the limit of twice the length of the remaining period of the

standard period of time (a period of less than a year will be subtracted)

4. Application procedure for Long-Term Study

Since the application is to change the length of study, a detailed course planning is required in advance.
Please submit documents (1) to (5) written below through your main academic advisor (or your prospective
academic advisor if you are submitting them prior to enrollment).

Please ask your (prospective) academic advisor for the following application forms.



(1) Application for Long-Term Study (Appendix: Form 1)

(2) Reason for Application (Appendix: Form 2)

(3) Plan of Study (Course Plan/Research Plan) (Appendix: Form 3)
(4) Certificate of employment (if you are employed)

(5) Other documents required by TUMSAT

5. Submission deadline for Long-Term Study

If you are to be enrolled in April or October and wish to apply for Long-Term Study starting from the day of
your enrollment, the submission deadline is the admission procedure date in March or September.

If the application is made during the student's enrollment: One month prior to the first day of the academic
year for which you wish to obtain approval for Long-Term Study.

(In this case, the end of February is the deadline for students enrolled in April, and the end of August is the
deadline for students enrolled in October).

The above deadlines are the final deadlines for the first year of Master’s Course or the second year of
Doctoral Course. Please note that you CANNOT apply for Long-Term Study or change the period of study
after advancing to the final year (second year for the Master’s Course or third year for the Doctoral Course)

(Please be cautious that students will be advanced to the next year even if they are on a leave of absence.)

6. Approval of Long-Term Study

When your application for Long-Term Study has been approved, ‘Long-Term Study Approval Form’ will

be issued via your main academic advisor.

7. Extending or shortening the Period of Long-Term Study

In cases when you wish to extend or shorten the approved period of Long-Term Study (within the limit of
the aforementioned period of Long-Term Study) due to your changes in reason, submit documents (1) and (2)
below via your main academic advisor. In principle, such revision to the period of Long-Term Study can be
admitted only once. Please ask your (prospective) main advisor for the following forms.

(1) Request for Revision to Long-Term Study Period (Appendix: Form 5)

(2) Other documents required by TUMSAT

8. Enrollment period for Long-Term Study Student

The period of enrollment for a student who is approved to take Long-Term Study (which means the
maximum length of enrollment; excluding leaves of absence) is 1) the period of enrollment by applying

Long-Term Study System and 2) plus 2 years for Master’s Course, or plus 3 years for Doctoral Course.



(Reference) Examples of calculation of Maximum length of enrollment

Example 1: When Long-Term Study of All academic years has been approved from the beginning.

(1) Master’s Course: 4 years (Long-Term Study period) + 2 years (limit on repeat years) = 6 years

(2) Doctoral Course: 6 years (Long-Term Study period) + 3 years (limit on repeat years) = 9 years
Example 2: When Long-Term Study has been approved from the beginning of the second year of Master’s
Course.

1 year (completed period of enrollment) + 2 years (Long-Term Study period) + 2 years (limit on repeat

years) = 5 years

Example 3: When a student spends the first year of the Doctoral Course as a standard student and Long-Term

Study has been approved only in the second year of the Doctoral Course.

1 year (completed period of enrollment) + 2 years (Long-Term Study period) + 1 year (remaining period

of enrollment after Long-Term Study period ends) + 3 years (limit on repeat years) = 7 years

9. Tuition fees for Long-Term Study Students

The tuition fee during the Long-Term Study period will be half of the regular tuition. The total amount will
remain the same since you will be required to pay for twice as long. This tuition fee will be calculated and
invoiced separately by the Finance Affairs Division of TUMSAT.

Tuition fees after the Long-Term Study period will be the standard tuition fees since you are no longer a

Long-Term Study student.

10. FAQs
Q (1): I am an international student. Can I apply?

A: International students are also eligible to apply, but even if international students are granted approval for the

Long-Term Study System, the approval may be withdrawn in connection with their residence status.

Q (2): What happens if I take a leave of absence during Long-Term Study period?

A: Since the period of absence from the university is not included in the period of enrollment required
for Course completion, you must fulfill the remaining period of enrollment required after returning to
University. Please note that the Long-Term Study period will progress and end regardless of the leave

of absence. So your enrollment after the Long-Term Study period will be changed automatically to

standard enrollment, and standard tuition fees will be applied.
